Going Deeper -

1. Read through the verses again. If you are still in your parent's home, is this how you are living?

(1 Jn 1:9) Confess your sin to
your parents and seek forgiveness. Pray that you might walk in greater obedience to God through
obeying and honouring your parents.

2. Ifyou are no longer in your parent's home, is there a history of disobedience and dishonour
which you have not acknowledged or repented of? What might the Lord be calling you to do in this
regard? Test your heart now, do you honour your parents in the present?
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
